THE SENSUAL COGNITION AS THE SUBJECT OF THE BYZANTINE AESTHETICS OF
THE ASCETICISM
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The further exploration of the Byzantine aesthetics as of the source of Rus’-Ukrainian aesthetical
tradition in particular represents the actual task of domestic philosophical and aesthetical discourse. It's
necessary to mention, that the phenomenon of the aesthetics of the asceticism as well as its gnoseological
dimension connencted with understanding of the sensual cognition of reality are worth attention of scientists.

The thorough analysis of the aesthetical ideas of the famous theologians and ascetics of Byzantium
(sts. Afanasiy the Great, Vasiliy the Great, loann Chrysostom, loann Damaskin and others), whose
philosophizing regularly connected with the appealing to the texts of Bible, helps to understand the
peculiarities of their attitude to human sensual activity in particular. The author of this article does not agree
with the statement that the Christian asceticism turns the Christianity in the principally anti-aesthetical
religion. Such interpretations are based upon the popular stereotype, according to which Christian ascetics
preach the radically negative attitude to the somatic (sensual) beauty. But the analysis of the main principles
of the aesthetics of the asceticism helps to make a conclusion that these stereotypical oppinions are not true.

A. Tsarenok emphasizes the importance of taking into consideration the anagogical character of
Christian East ascetic and aesthetical tradition. According to Byzantine theologians’ numerous reflections the
sensual cognition of the world and the perception of the sensual beauty and impressive order of Universe
are able to help people in their true search of God.
